CUTAWAY Application

of three applications are permitted per year (total
dose 18 I/ha). Application at the lower water volume
can help to maximise output per day from spraying
equipment and optimise spray retention on the leaf.
Higher volumes may be required to give good
coverage of denser foliage.

Application may be from conventional boom sprayer
or specialist vehicle mounted sprayer for roadside
verge or embankment work. CUTAWAY may also be
applied by knapsack sprayer where grass is being
treated in inaccessible areas.

Fast uptake of CUTAWAY into the grass plant
ensures applications are quickly rainfast. This makes
the product easy to schedule in wet summers, when
cutting regimes can be severely disrupted. It also
minimises the risk of environmental loss.
